Lastly, Bob Schick’s hybrid cross number is given. This indicates Bob’s consecutive 
cross number as recorded in his records. Following the dash is a clone number 
assigned to an individual deemed worthy of observation and possible introduction. For 
example, a given cross usually resulted in a single fruit. Typically fewer than 50 
individuals germinate and are numbered with the cross number followed by the dash 
and an individual clone number. Most individuals of a cross are eventually discarded. 
Worthy individuals are retained and may be introduced. For example, E. ‘Rosalie’, 
Schick # 77-4, is the fourth individual resulting from Bob’s 77th recorded cross. This 
was the only individual of this cross that was retained. It also happens to be the 
earliest of Bob’s hybrids to be introduced through the Huntington. It is named after 
Bob’s mother. Clearly, Bob was very selective to find a hybrid worthy of the name after 
77 tries!

Mittlerweile säe ich nur noch 20-30 Samen pro Kreuzung aus, da ist deine Vorgehensweise 
zweifellos besser, weil sich eine Dokumentation der Pflanzen, die bereits geblüht haben, 
erübrigt.
